Jaleos (hell-aye-os)
Shouts of encouragement are directed at the dancers in an attempt to help them reach a high where they will find the duende and let the spirit guide them in their dance. A person doing this is called a JALEADOR (male) or JALEADORA (female). 
Agua -- Water! It's so hot I need water!

Arriba -- Hurrah!

Asi se baila -- That's dancing!

Asi se toca -- That's playing
Asi se canta -- That's singing!

Balia bien -- Good dancing!

Eso es -- That's it!

Hassa -- Great!

Olé! or Ale! -- an exclamation of approval or encouragement which may have derived from the Twelfth Century call of "hala" or possibly from the Arabic word "Allah!"

Toma que toma -- take it!

Vamos alla -- go there!

Vamo' ya -- let's go!
